· On approval of your application, 80 per cent of the total funds granted will be paid to the applicant or organising committee.  At the conclusion of the project the applicant is required to submit a report of the project's execution, including a profit and loss account that demonstrates the financial performance of the stated project within eight weeks of the completion date of the project. 
· The Board will consider the statements submitted and will then decide whether the balance should be paid. 

The Board may approve grants up to $5,000.
